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STATE POLICY OF STIMULATION AND SUPPORT FOR SOCIALLY
RESPONSIBLE SMALL AND MEDIUM-SIZED BUSINESS
OF UKRAINE UNDER MARTIAL LAW

This scientific article presents an analytical study of the functioning of the Small and
Medium-sized Business (SMB) sector in Ukraine under wartime conditions. The research aims to
assess the current state of state policy for SMB support and stimulation, analyze the effectiveness
of key mechanisms, and develop scientifically grounded recommendations for improving the sup-
port system, taking into account wartime challenges and the strategic goals of sustainable recovery.
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It is established that the impact of the crisis phenomena in 2022-2025 led to the destabiliza-
tion of the financial resilience of SMBs. An analysis of global and national indicators (Global
Business Complexity Index, UBI) revealed that business activity remains in the zone of pessimistic
expectations due to the dominant influence of non-financial risks and high uncertainty. It is found
that under wartime conditions, corporate social responsibility (CSR) has been transformed into an
element of national resilience, focusing on vital tasks (direct assistance to the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, job retention, support for internally displaced persons).

The study identifies that existing mechanisms of state support are primarily focused on work-
ing capital and insufficiently integrate social responsibility criteria. The key result of the research
is the development of a stimulating model for optimizing state financial support, based on the inte-
gration of strategic goals and cost optimization. The model is presented as a public welfare maxi-
mization problem, which allows for the determination of the optimal profile of the support function
by balancing the aggregated contribution to recovery, the average level of social responsibility, and

fiscal expenditures. Despite the defined linear and static limitations of the model, its application
will allow for a transition to systemic, targeted, and effective support, ensuring a synergistic effect
Jfor economic growth and the development of social capital during the period of gradual recovery.
