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BUSINESS UNDER MARTIAL LAW: WORKFORCE
SHORTAGES AND WAYS TO OVERCOME THEM

Abstract. The article notes that one of the most acute problems faced by
businesses under martial law is the “labor shortage,” i.e., a deficit of workforce.
According to data from the European Business Association, as of early 2025, 71% of
domestic enterprises experienced an acute shortage of personnel. The development of
key strategic decisions to address this issue is crucial for business development in
Ukraine both today and in the post-war period. Therefore, the purpose of the study is
to examine the main challenges faced by businesses under martial law due to workforce
shortages and to identify possible ways to overcome this problem.

It is determined that the labor shortage in the country is primarily driven by
mobilization, mass emigration, evasion of military service, combat losses, and
persistent impairments to the working capacity of the population (disability). Over the
next ten years, the labor deficit in Ukraine is expected to reach approximately 4.5
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in nominal and real wages. To date, there is no consolidated solution that would
effectively address the staffing crisis.

The study identifies short-term measures aimed at addressing the problem and
reallocating the available workforce: 1) increased involvement of women in
traditionally male-dominated occupations, as well as retirees, veterans, students, and
people with disabilities; 2) stimulation of internal migration through relocation
packages, housing incentives, and business grants; 3) career guidance initiatives to
encourage retraining and acquisition of vocational skills; 4) cooperation with
educational institutions, including dual education, internships, and corporate training
programs tailored to specific vacancies to reduce the skills gap between graduates and
production needs; 5) comprehensive mechanization and automation of production
processes. Among the medium- and long-term solutions to overcome workforce
shortages are: 1) attraction of foreign workers through managed labor immigration; 2)
development of state policies aimed at the return of emigrants and the employment of
war veterans; 3) implementation of an effective social policy for people with
disabilities, which could help involve up to 1.5 million individuals in the country’s
economic life.

According to the authors, solving this problem should be based on close
cooperation among the state, employers, and the working-age population. However,
the key strategic factor is undoubtedly the earliest possible cessation of hostilities.
